COURSE DESCRIPTION

primary sources, students participate in engaging learning activities that promote cooperation and
communication while also developing analytical and critical thinking skills.

e be able to communicate about historical issues and articulate views about history in an organized
and logical framework
e improve the four key English skills of reading, writing, speaking and listening

GRADING
